Liberian Children’s Schooling Project, Truck Purchase, Liberia- St Timothy's, Gridley,
submitted by Mr. Dan Boeger - $3,500 A second truck was purchased in order to establish
self sustainable business operations which will: support the LCSP Schools (currently 5 with a
goal of 60 schools), create jobs and job training programs, develop and improve rice
production- a main dietary staple and help clean up Liberia. St Timothy’s is working with
LCSP to get them the business assets so that they can be self supporting. LCSP teaches job
skillsto their young people through their elementary and high schools and through their
vocational school. LCSP gives the children of Liberiathe gift of an education - an elementary and high school
education, and entrée into alocal accredited university with classesin Agriculture, the Building Trades, Economics,
English Literature, and much more. In addition to the MDG grant this ministry project is funded by: St. Timothy®,
working with other local churches, with Gridley Rotary Club, and with Gridley and other local schools. http://gridley-

St Matthias School, Construction, Haiti- St James, Lincoln, submitted by Ms. Mary
Layman- $3,500 “ Changing the World, One Child, One School at a Time.”

Since March 2007 St. James Church has been supportive of missionsin Haiti The focus of this
ministry is childhood education. Haiti isthe poorest country in the Western Hemisphere and the
largest diocese in the Episcopal Church.Over 50% of the population are under 18 years old.
Education is the hope for the future of Haiti.The goal of the St. James Haiti Ministry project isthe
completion of St. Matthias Episcopal Church and School in Thomonde, Haiti, where over 250
children are waiting to attend school. In January 2008, the school’s priest, Fr. Walin DeCamps
visited St. James. He described the dire poverty in Haiti and the heartfelt hope parents have for their children’s futures.
With faith and prayers the folks of St. James Lincoln have responded with a commitment and dedication to support their
Haitian brothers and sisters. Over $10,000 has been sent to St. Matthias. In November 2008, Fr. Bill Rontani and
parishioner Jerry Harner will be traveling to St. Matthiasto visit the progress and meet the people of Thomonde.
Learning about and supporting the children of Haiti has enriched the parish life of St. James.  With joyful hearts they
welcome and invite others to join them in this ministry.

The 2008 MDG Grant Recipients Report
Diocese of Northern California Millennium Development Goals Task Force

In 2008, the amount allotted for grants was $ 15,107. The Grant Application was posted on the diocesan website and
announcements were made via the Aurora. Six grant applications were received and reviewed. Decisions were made by
consensus after group discussion of each project. In May 2008 the following MDG Grants were awarded:

ERD Safe Water Project for San L orenzo/Camoapa, Nicaragua — Diocesan

M atching Funds project, submitted by M s. Jane Snibbe, ERD Coor dinator -
$1,107. In order to address the pressing need for potable water and hygienic
sanitation systemsin Nicaragua, Episcopal Relief and Development (ERD) is
collaborating with American Non-Governmental Organization (NGO) El Porvenir to
scale up an ongoing initiative providing access to clean water and functional sanitation in the rural San

L orenzo/Camoapa community (population 28,100), where El Porvenir maintains aregional office. The project will
increase local capacity in the realm of clean water procurement and sanitation through the development of durable
infrastructure necessary for clean water and sanitation services. Residents of the San Lorenzo/Camoapa region will also
be trained in proper daily hygiene and maintenance of the new sanitation devices and equipment. In the spirit of
partnership and collaboration, ERD asked the Diocese of Northern California to share the cost of the San

L orenzo/Camoapa Project to substantially improve the lives of 230 families and over 4,000 individuals. Jane Snibbe
worked with ERD Reps from churches throughout the Diocese to raise matching funds to go along with the MDG Grant
money. The Goal was achieved and money sent to ERD in September 2008.

Honduras Library Construction /Insurance for Participants, Tela, Honduras- Diocesan
project, submitted by The Reverend Lucretia Jevne- $3,000 Twenty adults, young adults and
youth of the diocese traveled to Tela Honduras in June to begin work on alibrary for “Holy
Spirit Episcopa School.” The Rev. Deacon Olga Barrerais headmaster of the K — 11 school.
Olga spent 6 months traveling around the Diocese of Northern Californiain 2007. Nearly
$30,000 was raised to complete the project. Funds were contributed by parishes, and individuals from Northern
Californiaand other diocese of the Episcopal Church. A grant from the “Millennium Development Goals Funds’ helped
pay the insurance costs for the group.

Shepherd’s Love, Twinomujuni Orphanage Construction, Kabale, Uganda- St John’s
Roseville, submitted by Ms. April Dobbs-$3,000 The orphanage this grant supports is now
almost completed. Local people are employed, additional land where food can be raised has been
obtained, a school is being built which both the orphanage children and local children will attend.
Tuition earnings from those able to pay as well as money from crops will help the orphanage
become self sustainable. Rick and April Dobbs (founders of Shepherd's Love) visited
Ugandafor the first timein August of 2006. What they found there was a different world, a country of
people struggling to overcome a history of poverty, epidemic and assorted forms of government. The
current government encourages progress, education and commerce and the people are eager to learn and
grow.However, the HIV/ AIDS epidemic has decimated an entire generation and left hundreds of thousands
of children without one or both parents Purpose isthe provision of a safe shelter, education, health promotion and
empowerment of children who will graduate well equipped to be self sustaining . Other goalsinclude building a home
